TPQAAEZ — TPOAHKU — THE TROJAN WOMEN
Adaptation of Euripides’ tragedy

The performance is in Greek and Bulgarian with the participation of students from the
University of Athens. The adaptation of the play is based on the idea and under the
guidance of the Bulgarian Studies lecturer Guentcho Banev in collaboration with the
theatre director Manos Kavidas.

The play was written in 415 BC, consequently to the Athenian military operation against
the island of Milos (416), the peaceful inhabitants of which, under the pretext that they
represented a possible danger and would possibly ally with Sparta, were massacred and
handed over into slavery. The events described by the historian Thucydides go down in
history as the ,Massacre of Milos“, and are seen today as a classic example of genocide.
The dramatist Euripides steps on the ,,classic” story of the fall of Troy (13" century BC),
presents the drama of the Trojan women, categorically criticizing the criminal actions of
his fellow Athenians, and leaves us one of the strongest anti-war works in European
civilization. Essentially anti-war and thirsting for peace, classical Greek drama stands out
for its civic stance, giving birth to the profound art that ,operates” on tumors and
,cures” society of the crimes it falls into.
